Learning Objectives:

Content: 
Learners will receive a brief pre-brief to scenario below. Then will be given a report of emergent case that just came into Emergency Dept. Learners (groups 4-5) will begin simulation scenario working through process for care, diagnostics, and treatment. Once scenario is halted the learners will proceed into conference room for group debrief and peer review.


Logistics/ Plan:
Environment: Brought into Peds ER by parent with lip/facial/tongue swelling. Crying with noticeable stridor on inspiration. 

Mannequin: Sim baby

Props: none

Actors:  Parent and Nurse


Case Narrative: Scenario Content
Scenario Background
Mother and baby were out in the field behind their house. While mom was in back doing gardening baby was on blanket playing and was stung by a bee. Mom did not initially see sting, baby started crying and she found a sting on babies’ inner thigh. Mom tried to breast feed initially not realizing baby was stung but noticed his lip swelling. Brought him to ER once he started “making a weird sound when he was crying.”

Family/social hx:
Father is allergic to bees and nuts.
Pmhx: none / no meds



Evaluation Plan:
Debrief : 
Address Critical Actions:
· Peds anaphylactic reaction & RSI drug dosing
· Peds intubation equip sizing 
· Peds arrest usually respiratory
· Post intubation arrest troubleshooting
· Peds code drugs, dosing
· Leadership role in running resuscitations/codes
· Nursing evaluation of resident performance
· Acknowledgement of real life no-win scenarios (some patients will die regardless of what we do. “this one lived” or “this one died”, but sometimes they just code, and not all come back
